This position entails a diverse range of activities that include development and dissemination of informational/educational materials, coordination of cooking classes and other food demonstration activities and collaboration with Food for People programs and community partners.

Experience in the fields of nutrition and education or outreach are desired. Educational background in dietetics or a related field is preferable, but not mandatory. The person hired will be expected to work both independently and with fellow staff. The person will also be expected to work with food bank clients, county Department of Health and Human Services staff, educators, public officials and representatives from community organizations to achieve project goals. A valid California driver’s license, clean driving record and strong word processing and data entry skills are required for this position; please note that no exceptions can be made regarding these requirements.

The position is 35 hours per week at a pay rate of $12/hour and begins on October 1, 2010. Benefits include medical, dental, vision and life insurance coverage. We also provide sick and vacation time benefits, 3 personal float days and 14 paid holidays.
The person hired must be able to demonstrate the following:

· Excellent verbal and written communication skills

· Ability to work with diverse groups of people effectively
